and Priorities Committee meetings scheduled for

November 6, 7, 8, and 9 starting at 5 p.m.

The corporate plan outlines the resources required to deliver the
City's programs and services, provide funding to the community,
and implement Council's vision as described within the
2022-2025 City of Spruce Grove Strategic Plan.

During these meetings, Council will review the plan, discuss
Administration’s recommendations and provide direction that
will inform the revised 2024-2026 Corporate Plan, which will
be presented for approval at the December 4 Council meeting.
